DURATION AND RENEWAL OF AWARDS o

the award once made will be tenable from the stage at which it is given to the
completion of course subject to good conduct and regularity in attendance . 1t will be
renewed from year provided that within a course which s continuous for 2 nurnber o
yeare, the scholar spoures prormotion to the next higher class irrespective of the fact
whether such &s:amﬁfaﬁom are conducted by a University of the tnstitution.

It an OBC scholar pursuing Group A course fails in the examination for the first ime,
the award may be renewed . For second andt subsequent failures in any clacs the
student shall bear hisfher own expenses unti} he/she secures promotion to the next
higher class.
