DETAILED REPORT OF THE
ACTIVITY

A Voter Awareness Rally serves as an essential
tool in the Democratic Process, aiming to educate
and motivate citizens to exercise their right to vote.

Keeping these thoughts in mind, the Electoral
Literacy Club of Bhiwapur Mahavidyalaya, in
collaboration with Taluka SVEEP (Systematic
Voters’  Electoral  Education  Programme),
organized a voter awareness rally on 2™ April,
2024 from Rashtriya Vidyalaya to Tahsil Office, a
location accessible to a large number of
participants and conducive to public gathering. The
event was aimed to educate the citizens on the
importance of voting, demonstrate the voting
process, and motivate citizens to participate
actively in the upcoming Lok Sabha Election
scheduled for April 2024.

The rally commenced at 10:00 a.m. with the
opening speech of Block Development Officer Mr.
Chetan Jadhav. He highlighted the significance of
